Year 1 Trip to Wellington Country Park – Tuesday 27th June 2023  Cost: £14.59

We have arranged for Year 1 to visit Wellington Country Park as part of our topic Minibeast Mayhem. The trip 
will be led by Miss Jemima Ridley and during the visit the children will participate in a 1 hour workshop titled
